Local Plan Review

The draft Crawley Local Plan Regulation 19 public consultation closed on 30
June. Representations received are being collated and will be made publicly
available in due course.
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This consultation was seeking views on the Crawley Submission draft Local Plan.
This is the next stage (known as Regulation 19) in producing a new Local Plan for
the borough.

The Local Plan is an important document, setting out planning policies to guide
development in the borough over the 15-year plan period. The Local Plan:

e sets out the amount and location of housing and employment development
e supports the growth of the Town Centre as a new neighbourhood

e makes sure that the right infrastructure is in place to meet the needs of
Crawley’s growing population

e protects the important historic assets and open spaces that are valued by
residents and visitors.

We also invited views on several accompanying key and draft evidence
documents. In particular, the draft Sustainability Appraisal and draft Habitats
Regulations Assessment.

Dear Sir/Madam,

You may be aware that Crawley Borough Council is in the process of preparing an
updated Local Plan. When adopted, the new Local Plan will set out planning policies
to guide development in the borough until 2037. It is an important document that is
required by national policy to ensure that Crawley plans for its current and future
needs as the town’s population grows, including those relating to housing,
employment, infrastructure and open space.

Crawley is one of the leading employment locations in the south east, with around
36,500 Crawley residents working in the borough, and a further 43,000 people
commuting in from the wider area. However, as a result of Crawley’s limited land
supply, which has been significantly constrained as a result of the requirement to
safeguard land for a possible southern runway at Gatwick Airport, it has not
historically been possible to meet Crawley’s employment land needs. This has
meant that Crawley has required support from its neighbours in meeting its
employment land needs, with the recently designated Horley Strategic Business
Park helping to meet office needs that could not be provided for within Crawley due
to a lack of land supply.

The council is now reviewing its Local Plan, and as part of this process, we are
required to undertake an assessment of employment land needs and supply. This
has identified that taking account of existing planning permissions and available
sites in main employment areas, there is a need for a minimum 24.1 hectares of
new industrial and warehouse land over the plan period to 2037. Crawley’s
economy has been significantly affected by the current pandemic, particularly given
the impacts on aviation and related sectors, with 41 per cent of eligible local jobs
being supported by the Job Retention Scheme as of August 2020. Identification of
new land for employment will be key in supporting Crawley’s economic recovery and
helping it diversify to make it more resilient.

For these reasons, there is a pressing need to identify new land for employment
growth in Crawley. Through the Local Plan process, a number of sites have been
promoted to the council for the development of a strategic employment location that
is capable of meeting the outstanding business land needs. In light of continued
uncertainty regarding national policy and the requirements to safeguard land in the
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Local Plan for a potential southern runway at Gatwick Airport, only one of the sites
promoted for employment growth can be allocated at this time.

This is at land east of Balcombe Road and south of the M23 spur road, referred to
as Gatwick Green (please see location map below). It is proposed that this site will
be allocated through the Local Plan for delivery of a strategic employment location
that will provide, as a minimum, 24.1 hectares of new industrial land, predominantly
for B8 storage and distribution uses.
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It will be vital that development is carefully planned to ensure it is delivered in a
sustainable manner and that it is appropriate to its surroundings. In recognition of
the sensitive location of the site, draft Local Plan Policy EC4, which allocates the
site, has been drafted to outline clear parameters that the development will be
required to address.

This will ensure that development is carefully designed and laid out to achieve an
appropriate transition to, and relationship with, neighbouring residential and
countryside, requiring that appropriate landscaping and public open space is in
place to reinforce the identity of the site and its separation from Gatwick, Horley and
wider countryside. Other issues covered in detail include the proposed uses on the
site, site transport and access, sustainable design, protection of ecology and
important natural features, and ensuring it complements other employment locations
including Crawley town centre, Manor Royal and the proposed office-led Horley
Strategic Business Park.
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It is important to be clear that the anticipated built area of any scheme is much
smaller than the allocated site boundary shown in the Local Plan, with the
expectation that development is comprehensively masterplanned with appropriate
supporting transport infrastructure and landscaping provided to ensure protection of
the amenity of nearby properties. Issues that will merit particularly careful
consideration will include the relationship of the site with the designated Gatwick
Wood Biodiversity Opportunity Area and existing properties that border the site, and
an appropriate landscape buffer will be required to retain a sense of separation
between the site and adjoining countryside and settlements.

The proposed allocation of this site is one of the main reasons that the council is
repeating consultation on its draft Local Plan, to ensure that residents and
businesses in the area are able to comment, both on the principle of the allocation
and on the detail of the policy itself. The draft Crawley Local Plan has been
published for a period of public consultation that commences 6 January 2021 and
will run until 5pm on 17 February 2021. Further detail on the Local Plan can be

All feedback received will be considered by an independent Planning Inspector, who
will determine whether the proposed allocation, and the Local Plan as a whole, is
sound and legally compliant. There will also be an opportunity to take part in the
formal examination hearings should you wish to raise any points before the
Inspector.
