Have a bank or building society account in the name of the group, with a minimum of two
cheque signatures.

You'll also be asked about the impact of your project. The Neighbourhood Improvement fund is
specifically interested in projects that:

o Help improve the local environment and public spaces.

o Help meet the demands that development places on the need for community services
and facilities within the town.

o Demonstrate added benefits for the town, e.g., using local businesses or skills of
local people.

o How have you identified the need for the project?
